· If travelling on public transport, speaker to wear a face covering if required 
· Follow specific policies and procedures set by school or group 
· We advise good ventilation, so ask to open windows where possible 
· Speaker to wear face covering if and when required by school or group (likely to be in when walking round a school) face shields can be used when delivering talks to help children to see mouth when speaking 
· Reduce close contact with children 
· Wash hands or use hand sanitiser on arrival, after touching a surface and when leaving the venue 

· Speaker to have a supply of hand sanitiser
· Clean all resources used during talk before and after a visit 
· We encourage being vaccinated against Covid-19
